1 Welcome to Spring Valley Mountain!  The place where it’s nice to travel through on the scenic travel train, known as ‘The Mountain Scenic Express’.  As the MSE crosses over the Spring Valley Bridge, tourists are encouraged to take photos while the train stands still for a few ‘photo taking moments’.

The MSE stops by the various homes along the way, as this is how they receive their mail.  Sometimes the families from the homes invite the tourists in for a quick cup of coffee and so they can get a refreshing ‘stretch’ before boarding their train again, to their next destination. The MSE may seem rather close to the homes, but this is never much of a problem since, it usually serves a purpose while on it’s journey and since the train only runs a few times a week, no-one minds a little welcome, cheery noise running by.

4 The Flowerpot family enjoy their leisurely time as they swim, view and skateboard around their property.  Stripes the Cat, attempts to make friends with a couple of rosella parrots. (This picture gives you a better view of their small but scenic back yard).

5 Candy Flowerpot views from the back balcony, the ever flowing Spring Valley Falls.  Being quite high up from the Valley, gives the family a decent view both to the mountain and the river below.  Their home was built recently and designed to ‘soak up’ the views in their area. 

6 Front view of the Flowerpot home, number 1, Spring Valley drive.  Candy prepares to take her horse, ‘Studly’ for a ride, down to the valley for to grab a drink, or two.  Little brother Johnny, likes to ride his skateboard around while thinking of what to do next.

9 The MSE from the rear, it contains three separate carriages, which each hold a family, the first carriage sleeps up to three people and is recommended for friends who are travelling, it includes a set of bunks and a couch which converts into a bed.  The middle carriage is recommended for a couple and includes 1 queen sized bed.  The last carriage is recommended for a family of four, it includes a queen sized bed and in the loft there are two single beds.  Each carriage contains a TV, stereo, kitchenette, with fridge, cupboards, sink, stove/oven and a breakfast bar.  Also included is a toilet and shower.

10 (The MSE’s family carriage) as it leaves the Flowerpots home. 

11 Inside the middle carriage, on the left is the bathroom (tiled), middle is the bedroom/TV (polished wooden flooring) and on the right is the kitchenette (tiled).  One of the tourists lays down after her picture taking adventure of Spring Valley Mountain.  

12 (View of the MSE as it crosses the Spring Valley bridge, heading towards the Woodville’s home).

13 (Another view of the MSE as it crosses the scenic Spring Valley bridge, overlooking the river below).

14 (The other-side of the Spring Valley Mountain Falls, looking onto the back of the Flowerpots home).  The Waterfall flows, trickling its way down the mountain side, into the river.

15 The ever scenic Spring Valley Mountain Falls.  Young Tim Woodville looks around for a good fishing spot.

16 Tim Woodville and his elder brother William, still searching for a suitable place to go fishing, but they also might opt for a quick ‘dip’ into the river.
